The famous Trans-Siberian railway line goes from Moscow to Vladivostok, but there’s another
railway line about 650 kilometres north of the Trans-Siberian. This is the Baikal-Amur
Mainline (BAM). A special train, the Matvei Mudrov medical train, travels along its 4,000
kilometres. There are usually between twelve and fifteen doctors on the train. The train stops
for a day at places along the BAM. The people who live in small towns and villages come to
the train for medical attention.

She had appendicitis a month ago and she was lucky to travel to a town three hours away for
an operation. The Matvei Mudrov doesn’t have any equipment to do operations. The doctors
can diagnose their patients’ medical problems and recommend treatment and medicines. The
train has a laboratory for blood and urine tests and a number of medical testing machines. The
patients like the doctors on the train. They say they are honest and good at their jobs.

Next stop is a town called Berkakit. About 4,000 people live here. There is a queue to see the
doctors. Mikhail Zdanovich is waiting for his turn. He’s 61 years old and he came to Berkakit
in 1976. At the time, only about a hundred young people lived in Berkakit. It was a new town.
Zdanovich met a woman who worked at the town bakery. They married and stayed in the
town. When Zdanovich walks into the doctor’s office she says ‘Oh, Mikhail, I recognised your
voice.” He has a problem in his shoulder. The doctor writes a letter to say that he can’t work,
he must have an operation. He leaves, happy, and then he returns a few minutes later. He
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brings freshly cooked pies and some goat’s milk.
For the people who live in this remote part of Russia, the Matvei Mudrov is more than a
medical train.

The historical center of London is now a relatively small area still known as the City, which
covers only about 1 sq mile. Most of the financial activities are crowded along Threadneedle
Street, near the intersection known as the Bank, which includes the huge Bank of England
complex, the Royal Exchange, and the Stock Exchange. The permanent residential population
of the City is now less than 6000, but about 350,000 commute here daily to work.

B.

Located just west of Soho and Covent Garden in the West End is a more residential area. The
relatively dense development of this area is broken up by a series of Royal Parks, areas once
owned by the Crown, including Hyde Park, Kensington Gardens, and Regent’s Park.

C.

The most prominent landmark of the City is Saint Paul’s Cathedral, designed by the English
architect Christopher Wren to replace the original church, which was destroyed during the
Great Fire of London in 1666.

D.

Some of the City’s traditional functions have disappeared. The newspaper industry was
concentrated in the Fleet Street area for centuries, but during the 1980s the Times and other
papers moved to highly automated quarters at the Docklands in the East End. The old
wholesale fish market, Billingsgate, located for centuries on the river between the Tower and
London Bridge, also moved to the Docklands.

E.

The City of Westminster, about two miles upstream from the city of London, emerged as
England’s political and religious centre of power after the 11™ century. At the heart of
Westminster is Westminster Abbey, begun by Edward the Confessor in the 11™ century and
rebuilt in the 13" century. It has always been closely associated with the monarchy and is used
for such state occasions as coronations and royal funerals. It is also a giant mausoleum, and
more than 3000 notable people are buried there. Statues and monuments line the magnificent
nave.

F.

Virtually across the street are the Houses of Parliament, officially called the New Palace of
Westminster. Farther west is the monarch’s permanent residence in London, Buckingham
Palace.

G.

To the west and north of Trafalgar Square is the West End, which is usually regarded as the
centre of town because it is London’s shopping and entertainment hub. The busiest shopping
area is Oxford Street, where such large department stores as Selfridges, John Lewis, and Marks
and Spencer are located. Other well-known shopping areas include Knightsbridge, the location
of Harrods department store; and Piccadilly, where Fortnum and Mason specializes in fine
food.

It is also the largest freshwater lake in
Eurasia and the oldest lake on the Earth. At least 1,500 unique species live there - they cannot
be found anywhere else on the planet!

Among them there are the world’s
only freshwater seals. There’s no evidence of how the seals got to the lake, but they obviously
enjoy their life there. Huge brown bears often come to the lake out of the forest to hunt and
fish.

D. Though Lake Baikal is located in a very remote place, and is difficult to reach in autumn
and winter, it attracts thousands of visitors every year. A chance to see this unique place is
worth the long journey!

One of the most difficult problems a young person faces is deciding what to do about a
career. There are individuals, of course, who from the time they are six years old "know" that they
want to be doctors or pilots or fire fighters, but the majority of us do not get around to making a
decision about an occupation or career until somebody or something forces us to face the problem.

But even if you get
other people involved in helping you make a decision, self evaluation is an important part of the
decision-making process.

Sooner or later all of us face the problem of choosing a career when we are to decide what
we are going to be in future. Choosing a career is not a simple matter — in fact, it can be one of the
most important in our life. You don't need to hurry making a decision. You should examine
thoroughly your abilities and character, take a realistic view of your strengths and weaknesses, pay
attention to your parents' and friends' advice and take into account your own preferences. The last
point in the list is particularly important because there are many examples when people make great
mistakes choosing their future profession. Sometimes they either simply follow in the footsteps of
their parents or relatives or just blindly follow their advice. Your choice should be mostly based on
your own opinion. Family traditions are good, but your turn of mind may be quite different. So,
never base only on other people's opinion.

Having thought carefully about what sort of person you are, try to work out a list of your
occupation requirements.

Nowadays there is a great variety of jobs to any taste. Choosing a future career, we should
consider the following things.

* Pay. Is the size of your salary important? Generally speaking, it is important. Of course
there may be various situations, but if you are going to be independent, successful and wealthy, you
have to find a well-paid job. Moreover, if you are going to have a family, you should be ready to
support it, to be a breadwinner. Naturally, you'd like to live in good conditions, and your children to
study at good schools, and then to enter prestigious universities, to travel all around the world and
so on. Now you understand why you should take money into consideration when choosing a job.

* Further training, promotion prospects and job conditions should also be kept in mind. Just
after graduating it is very difficult to find a plum job which will respond to all your preferences. It is
usually a monotonous, tedious clerical job, but if you are a capable and hard-working person, you
will certainly be offered an opportunity to climb the ladder.

* Place of work. You ought to decide whether you want to work indoors (cashier, chemist,
librarian, secretary, etc.) or outdoors (driver, firefighter, estate agent, etc.). Your choice may be
based on your lifestyle or health condition.

* Full-time, part-time, flexitime jobs. There is no set pattern to part-time working. It may
involve a later start and earlier finish time than a full-time position, working mornings or afternoons
only, fewer working days in a week for less salary. It is a perfect variant for students who want to
juggle their studies and work, as well as flexitime jobs. Employees decide by themselves when to
begin and end their working day.

» Communication with different people. Meeting and dealing with people doesn't appeal to
every person. Some people are not very sociable; on the contrary, they are timid, shy and diffident.
Frankly speaking, it is a great talent to have communication skills. If you think you have it, you
may choose a profession involving close contacts with people, such as a doctor, a journalist, a
lawyer, a guide, a teacher.

* Business trips. You should keep in mind that some professions imply travelling all over the
world, such as tour guides, scientists, actors, journalists, pilots and so on. It's not always fun.
Business trips may last a week, a month and even more. You may be sent to London for a few days,
then you'll spend only a few hours in Paris, and right after that, without any rest, you'll have to go to
Berlin. Sometimes it turns out that you don't have even an hour for yourself just to relax and see the
town you've come to. Such trips may be very exhausting and stressful. However, if you are young,
ambitious and full of energy, you will be able not only to do your job successfully but also see the
world.

* Aspiration for creative work. If you are a creative person, it's a must for you to find such
job. It can be a job of an artist, a tailor, a designer or a stylist.

* Jobs connected with risk. Such jobs are usually well-paid, but very dangerous. A police
officer, a fireman, a bodyguard, a lifeguard — these are the names of jobs which imply risk. Those,
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who want a rewarding but demanding job and who are ready to devote all their lives to it, may
choose this kind of work.

Analyzing all these points will help you not to make a wrong choice.

In case you are an aspiring, responsible, creative, optimistic, reliable person, who is ready to
learn and be laborious, who is not afraid of any difficulties of the future and ready to solve any
problem with a smile, the world of jobs and careers will be open to you.

Choosing a career should not only be a matter of future prestige and wealth. Work should
bring real satisfaction; otherwise your whole life will become dull and monotonous.

Car mechanic

A car mechanic (or car mechanic in British English and motor mechanic in Australian English)
is a mechanic who specializes in automobile maintenance, repair, and sometimes modification. The
mechanic may be knowledgeable in working on all parts of a variety of car makes or may specialize
either in a specific area or in a specific make of car. In repairing cars, their main role is to diagnose the
problem accurately and quickly. They often have to quote prices for their customers before
commencing work or after partial disassembly for inspection. The mechanic uses both electronic means
of gathering data and their senses. Their job may involve the repair of a specifi ¢ part or the
replacement of one or more parts.

Basic vehicle maintenance is a fundamental part of the mechanic’s job in some countries.
Preventative maintenance is also a fundamental part of the mechanic’s job, but this is not possible in
the case of vehicles that are not regularly maintained by the mechanic. One misunderstood aspect of
preventative maintenance is “scheduled replacement” of various parts, which occurs before failure to
avoid far more expensive damage. Because this means that parts are replaced before any problem is
observed, many vehicle owners will not understand why the expense is necessary.

With the rapid advancement in technology, the mechanic’s job has evolved from purely
mechanical, to include electronic technology. Because vehicles today possess complex computer and
electronic systems, mechanics need to have a broader base of knowledge than in the past. The term
*auto mechanic” is being used less and less frequently and is being replaced by the title “automotive
service technician”. Fading quickly is the day of the mechanic, who needed little knowledge of today’s
computerized systems. Most automobile dealerships now provide sophisticated diagnostic computers to
each technician, without which they would be unable to diagnose or repair a vehicle.

Components of Automobile

Basically, the automobile consist of three parts: the power plants, or the engine, the chassis and
body. To these may be added the accessories: the heater, lighter, radio, speedometer and other devices.
The power plant or engine is the source of power that makes the wheels rotate and the car move. It
includes electric, fuel, cooling and lubricating systems. Most automobile engines have six or eight
cylinders.

The chassis consists of apower train, frame with axles, wheels and
springs. The chassis includes brakes and steering system.

The power train carries the power from the engine to the car wheels and contains the clutch,
gearbox, propeller or cardan shaft, differential and the final drive. The clutch is a friction device
connecting (or disconnecting) the engine crankshaft to the gears in the gearbox. It is used for freeing
the gearbox from the engine and is controlled by the clutch pedal. Brakes are important mechanisms of
the car. They are used to slow or to stop the car. Most braking systems in use today are hydraulic. They
are operated by the brake pedal. When the driver pushes down on the brake pedal, they are applied and
the car stops.

INVENTORS OF THE FIRST CARS

Over the centuries, man’s way of life was changed by a relatively small number of discoveries
and inventions. But changes have come more and more often since the steam engine was invented in
1765 by James Watt. In just two hundred years, man advanced from horsepower and candle light to
aeroplanes and neon lams. Our ideas about travel have changed completely since Gottlieb Daimler and

Charles Benz built their first petrol engine in 1885 and the Wright Brothers made the first flight in
1903.

In 1897 Rudolf Diesel invented a new internal combustion engine. It is known as a diesel and it
began a transport revolution in cars, lorries, trains and ships. The main advantage of diesels is that they
run on rather cheap fuel.

Charles Rolls was a British aristocrat and businessman, who was especially interested in cars.
Once he met another enthusiast of cars Henry Royce, a famous car engineer. They decided to design
the most comfortable and reliable car. At the beginning of the 20™ century it seemed to be a fantasy.
But in 1907 they managed to create the world — famous Rolls — Royce car. It was so comfortable and
reliable that one of the models “Silver ghost” hadn’t changed greatly for 20 years since 1907.

Samuel Colt, who was an American, designed and patented a pistol in 1836. It had a revolving
barrel and could fire 6 bullets one after the other. It was the first pistol of its kind. Later there came
many other pistols with 6 bullets.

Samuel Finley Morse was a portrait painter, who became an inventor. For 12 years he tried to
perfect the telegraph and succeeded in inventing the telegraphic dot - and — dash alphabet, now known
as Morse code. Though there were some other codes in America in the 19™ century, Morse code is used
nowadays all over the world.

Charles Makintosh was a chemist by profession. He worked in a textile industry and in 1823 he
developed a rubber solution used for raincoat production. Raincoats with this rubber solution didn’t
allow water to penetrate. These raincoats were called makintoshes and people use them in rainy
weather.

Some people say we live in the age of computers; but it is also correctly described as the atomic
age or the space age. Today, a journey from London to Cairo takes hours. Only a hundred years ago it
took weeks. Today, men think seriously of going to Mars. 50 years ago they only dreamt about it.
Today we produce energy by splitting the atom. A century ago, no one believed it could be split. Due to
inventions, technology has advanced so quickly that cars and televisions are out of date only a few
years after they were made.

THE ICEHOTEL

For many years the Arctic was a popular destination in the summer season to see the land of the
midnight sun but in winter the few inhabitants had the snow and ice to themselves. By the end of the
1980s it was decided that the dark and cold winter should be seen as an advantage. In the winter of
1990, the French artist Jannot Derit was invited to have the opening of an exhibition in a specially built
igloo (a building made of snow) in the little town of Jukkasjarvi on the frozen Torne River. The
building, named Arctic Hall, attracted many interested visitors to the area. One night a group of foreign
guests decided it would be a good idea to sleep in the Arctic Hall. The following morning the brave
group were very pleased with their experience and the idea of an ice hotel was born. Today it is world
famous.

As soon as winter begins, a team of snow builders, architects and artists from all over the world
come to Jukkasjarvi and they make the hotel for that year. As one part is completed, it opens to visitors
and overnight guests, while the other parts are still being built. The first part is completed in December
and each week after that a new part opens, until January 7th when the hotel is completed. As the
ICEHOTEL is built under the open sky, using the natural materials of the winter season, the finishing
date depends on nature and therefore there are sometimes changes to the plan. In the spring, as the
weather gets warmer, the hotel melts.

Inside the hotel, the temperature is never colder than -5 °C to -8 °C, however cold it may be
outside. Winter outer clothes such as warm overalls, hats and gloves are included in the cost of guests’
stay at the hotel. In addition to this, it is a good idea for guests to bring sweaters and a scarf as well as
plenty of woolen socks and to choose footwear that is larger than normal to allow space for thick socks.

If you are planning to come to the hotel, you can buy warm sweaters, woolen socks and much
more on the ICEHOTEL website. You can order these and the equipment you will need at the same
time as you book your visit. The items will be delivered to your room when you check in. The hotel is
in the village of Jukkasjarvi, 200 km above the Arctic Circle but only 15 km from Kiruna airport and
17 km from Kiruna train station. Transport by bus can be arranged from the airport or train station to
the IceHotel.

If you're not satisfied with EpocCam, there are a few other apps that allow you to use your
iPhone as a webcam.

1.iCam

iCam is a paid app that can turn an iPhone into a webcam. The mobile app is just one part of the
equation; like EpocCam, you'll also need the iCamSource component on your computer. Once you
have both apps installed, you can stream live video and audio from any iOS device.

iCam also works as a security camera; it can send you instant alerts if it detects motion or
sound. All motion events are automatically backed up to the cloud. In addition to the original iCam, the
company also offers iCam Pro with some additional features.

2. 1IVCam

iVCam is specifically designed for iPhone owners who have a Windows PC---you cannot use
iIVCam to stream your iPhone's video output to a Mac.

The app works via WLAN or USB and allows you to connect multiple phones to one computer
at the same time. You can stream video in 1080p, 720p, 480p, or 360p resolution. This multi-
connection aspect means the software is ideal for anyone who wants to use their old iPhone as a CCTV
device, a baby monitor, or a pet cam.

WORKING FOR AN AIRLINE
Nicola Peet left school at eighteen, went to college and then worked at a local airport. After nine
months, she went to work for Saudi Arabian Airlines and then she joined British Airways as an air
hostess. Four years later, she got her present job as a manager.

“My office is at Heathrow Airport, but I spend 60 % of my time in the air. | teach air hostesses
and help them with any problems.

At
work, the first thing I do is check plane times on my computer and then | speak with some of the air
hostesses.

Sometimes | go on long flights to check how the air hostesses are doing. That’s my favourite
part of the job, but I like office work, too. Travelling can be hard work. When | get back from a long
journey, all 1 can do is eat something and then go to bed! | don’t earn much money, but I’m happy with
British Airways and want to stay there and continue to travel.”

NORWICH

Norwich, the capital of the part of Britain known as East Anglia, has existed as a place to live
for more than two thousand years. It began as a small village beside the River Wensum. At the time of
the Norman invasion in 1066 it had grown to become one of the largest towns in England.

With two cathedrals and a mosque, Norwich has long been a popular centre for various
religions. The first cathedral was built in 1095 and has recently celebrated its 900 th anniversary, while
Norwich itself had a year of celebration in 1994 to mark the 800 th anniversary of the city receiving a
Royal Charter. This allowed it to be called a city and to govern itself independently.

Today, in comparison with places like London or Manchester, Norwich is quite small, with a
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population of around 150,000, but in the 16 th century Norwich was the second city of England. It
continued to grow for the next 300 years and got richer and richer, becoming famous for having as
many churches as there are weeks in the year and as many pubs as there are days in the year.

Nowadays, there are far fewer churches and pubs, but in 1964 the University of East Anglia was
built in Norwich. With its fast-growing student population and its success as a modern commercial
centre (Norwich is the biggest centre for insurance services outside London), the city now has a wide
choice of entertainment: theatres, cinemas, nightclubs, busy cafés, excellent restaurants, and a number
of arts and leisure centres. There is also a football team, whose colours are green and yellow. The team
is known as ‘The Canaries’, though nobody can be sure why.

Now the city’s attractions include another important development, a modern shopping centre
called ‘The Castle Mall’. The people of Norwich lived with a very large hole in the middle of their city
for over two years, as builders dug up the main car park. Lorries moved nearly a million tons of earth
so that the roof of the Mall could become a city centre park, with attractive water pools and hundreds of
trees. But the local people are really pleased that the old open market remains, right in the heart of the
city and next to the new development. Both areas continue to do good business, proving that Norwich
has managed to mix the best of the old and the new.

DAVID SWIMS THE COOK STRAIT

David Johnson has loved swimming all his life. When he was 27, he swam in a race near the
home in the USA. The sea was very cold and David started to feel unwell. He was taken to hospital but
he soon got better and started swimming again. In 1983, he became the first person to swim from Santa
Cruz Island to the Californian Coast.

In January 2004, at the age of 52, David crossed New Zealand’s Cook Strait in 9 hours and 38
minutes. The oldest swimmer before David was only 42 years old. David spent over a year getting
ready to swim the Strait. Then, he and his wife flew to New Zealand so that David could practise for a
few weeks there. But only days after they arrived, the weather improved so David decided to start his
swim. He did it with the help of a team. “They were great,” David said. “They were in a boat next to
me all the time! After a few hours, I thought about stopping but I didn’t and went on swimming.”

Afterwards, David and his wife travelled around New Zealand before returning to the USA.

THE FROZEN EXTREMES OF THE EARTH

The Arctic in the north and the Antarctic in the south are at opposite ends of the planet, but they
are similar in many ways. Both are lands of ice and snow, where the temperature in winter can be so
low that your skin can freeze in seconds — it can be as low as —80°C. Very few animals are able to
survive these conditions, but there are some both in the north and in the south. The Arctic has more
plants and animals than the Antarctic, including polar bears, the largest bear in the world. In the south
there are no land animals because of the extreme cold, but there are penguins and other sea animals that
live on or near the coast — although both in the north and the south the sea is frozen for much of the
year.

One difference between the Arctic and the Antarctic is the human population. In parts of the
Arctic there are towns and villages. Greenland, for example, the largest island in the world, has a
population of 55,000 people. Many of these people work in fishing. They have a difficult life. There
aren’t many roads between towns and villages, so people travel by snowmobile or with dogs. From
November to January, it’s dark for 24 hours a day, but from May to July there are 24 hours of daylight.

In the Antarctic there are no normal towns and villages. Only scientists live there all year round,
in special buildings called ‘stations. They study the sea animals and learn about the history of the
world’s climate by studying the weather and the ice. It’s a hard place to live, especially in winter, but
many of them love it there and return again and again.

THE ARKHANGELSK REGION

In the west the Arkhangelsk region borders on Korelia, in the east — on the Komi Republic and
the Tyumen region; in the south it borders on the Vologda and Kirov regions. In the north the
Arkhangelsk region is washed by the seas of the Arctic ocean: the White, the Barents and the Kara
Seas. The largest islands of the region are Vaigach and Kolguyev, Novaya Zemlya and Franz Josef
Land, the Solovetsky Archipelago.

The chief rivers of the region are the Northern Dvina and the Pechora. The Onega and the
Mezen are other important rivers.

There are different types of climate on the territory of the Arkhangelsk region: arctic (the
islands of Novaya Zemlya and Franz Josef Land), subarctic (the territory of the Nenetz Autonomous
Area) and moderate (the most part of the region). The Arctic has a powerful influence on the climate.
Winter is frosty. But the weather is changeable. The summer is not hot. The Arkhangelsk region is rich
in natural and mineral resources, such as oil, natural gas, bauxite, granite, limestone, gypsum,
diamonds.

Arkhangelsk is a large industrial centre. Its leading branch is timber industry. Another branches
of industry is ship-building, fishing, ship-repairing and machine-building. The largest ship-repairing
yard is “Krasnaya Kuznitsa”. The port of Arkhangelsk is famous all over the world.

My town is a cultural centre. There are a Drama theatre (named after M.V. Lomonosov), Puppet
Theatre, some museums: Gostiny Dvor, the museum of Fine Arts, the museum Malye Karely, many
schools and gymnasiums, colleges, three universities. There are some monuments to great people: the
monument to Peter the First, to M.V. Lomonosov.

ENVIRONMENTAL PROBLEMS

The word environment means simply what is around us. Some people live in a town
environment; for others, their environment is the countryside.

Nowadays people understand how important it is to solve the environment problems that
endanger people’s lives. The most serious environmental problems are: pollution in its many forms
(water pollution, air pollution, nuclear pollution), noise from cars, buses, planes, etc., destruction of
wildlife and countryside beauty, shortage of natural resources (metals, different kinds of fuel), the
growth of population.

There is no ocean or sea, which is not used as a dump. Many seas are used for dumping
industrial and nuclear waste. This poisons kills fish and sea animals. “Nuclear-poisoned” fish can be
eaten by people

Many rivers and lakes are poisoned too. Fish and reptiles can’t live in them. There is not enough
oxygen in the water. In such places all the birds leave their habitats and many plants die. If people
drink this water they can die too. It happens so because factories produce a lot of waste and pour it into
rivers. So they poison water.

Most of the pollution in big cities comes from cars and buses. Air pollution is a very serious
problem. In Cairo, for example, breathing the air is equivalent to smoking two packs of cigarettes a
day.

More and more often people are told not to be in direct sunlight, because ultraviolet radiation
from the sun can cause skin cancer. As a rule, the ozone layer in the atmosphere protects us from such
radiation, but if there are holes in the ozone layer ultraviolet radiation can get to the earth. Many
scientists think that these holes are the result of air pollution.

Plants and factories make the greenhouse effect.

Both clean air and clean water are necessary for our health. If people want to survive they must
solve these problems quickly. Man is beginning to understand that his environment is not just his own
town or country, but the whole earth. That’s why people all over the world think and speak so much
about ecology. People are beginning to realize the environmental problems. They join international
organizations and green parties. All states must save the Earth from an ecological catastrophe.
